There is atsex@eption for a guest house
provided that the guest house is set back fifteehffom the side and rear yard lot lines.

-Set backs. For lots zoned R-3 and R-5, thereatbaek requirements. For example, an R-3 lot ha$alfowing requirements:
The main building must be set back 30 feet fromrtael, 45 feet from the rear lot line, and six fieetn the side lot lines. De-
tached garages must be set back 3 feet from teeasid back lot lines. Minimum lot size is 10,000& feet.

-Height. No structure may be taller than 40 feehahthe average grade of the lot. For a flat fe#,gtructure can be no taller
than 40 feet above the surface of the lot befonai graded for construction. For a sloped lota¥erage grade of the lot must
be determined from front to back and side to side structure may be no taller than the averaggegdatermined by these cal-
culations.

-Open Space. Homes in Eastover are zoned eitheoRR35. For these zoning classes, there is an gpace requirement of
65%. This means that the buildings on the lot maly oover 35% of the lot's square footage. If tbede does not have a ga-
rage, an additional 400 square feet of the driveeants as covered space.

-Multi-family. Eastover has lots zoned for singgerfily and multi-family dwellings. The high-rise ntisfamily structures are on
Cherokee and Fenton. However, all corner lots ist@eer may be developed as duplexes, providedhbdiuilding meets a 30
foot setback requirement from both roads it faGesne duplexes are presently located on Cheroked Rex the intersections
with Providence Road and Cottage Place.

Variances from these requirements can be obtanoad the Zoning Board of Adjustment, headed by Msb&t Lentz in the
City Planning Department, if certain conditions aret. Mr. Gary Huss, Zoning Enforcement Supervisdgth the City
Neighborhood Development Division, is the conthgbu notice a violation. If a Zoning Inspector eehines that a structure is
non-compliant, a NOV (notice of violation) will besued. The homeowner can either correct the wwlair ask for a variance
from the ZBA. If the variance is denied, the homaewmust correct the violation or appeal it to SigyeCourt Deed Restric-
tions attach to individual lots. There are two way$ind out what applies to your lot: (1) The régtons are in the closing pa-
pers you received when you bought your home; ahdt{2 Register of Deeds office has a web site wietecan easily deter-
mine the limits. Deed restrictions apply to blodthomes. There may be six or sixty homes in argbleck. The blocks were
recorded when E. C. Griffith originally subdividdte neighborhood. Cindy Woodlief on the Land Usen@uttee has the infor-
mation for most streets in Eastover with a few etioms. Deed restrictions generally govern setbauoéfght, garages, and gueg
quarters. If someone violates a deed restrictlos pther homeowners in the specified deed block kegal standing to enforce
them. The City has no responsibility to enforceddesstrictions. Enforcement would involve a lawsniSuperior Court. De-

pending on the facts dhe situation, the ERA will assis¢ighbors with enforcing deed restrictions.
