would get all wavy and skip

on a hot summer day... but,
sadly enough, the days of
vinyl and the days of safely leaving anything
in your car are over.

LOCKING YOUR CARS and removing
valuables will greatly reduce (possibly elimi-
nate) the incidents of ‘break-ins’ and car
thefts. Our most prevalent problem seems
to be larceny from unlocked vehicles. Pa-
trolling officers tell us candidly that our
neighborhood is viewed by criminals as an
"easy target" with respect to this type of
crime. Unfortunately, the large number of
unlocked vehicles, combined with insuffi-

cient lighting, invites more criminals to pe-
ruse our streets; taking advantage of 'the
paths of least resistance' which we offer.
Incidents occur almost every other night in
Eastover, Myers Park and Elizabeth. Block
Captains get an average of three reports of
pilfering per week; 98% of the time it's an
unlocked vehicle.

Cars parked on the street are first strike’
targets. Those homes without flood lighting
are more attractive and susceptible to crimi-
nal capers. Shrub and tree covering creates
concealed access to windows. Officer Laura
Nelson will be happy to arrange a free
Home Security Survey of your residence.

We have increased the off-duty police pa-
trols in the neighborhood by adding more
bicycle patrols and additional summer hours
but funds are limited. While some of us may
feel that there is not an officer when we
need one, we do in fact receive a large
amount of attention (especially in light of the
fact that we are not considered a "high
crime area”).

Report (911) ANY incident no matter how
minor. If a stranger opens your car door,
(even if unlocked) and goes through it, this
is a crime. It is important that CMPD re-
cords it and has accurate statistics of the
incidents of crime in our neighborhood. It
creates a ‘history' which will help track crimi-
nal activity and will determine areas of in-
creased patrol needs thereby affecting the
amount of protection we receive!

Please make sure that you report
any incidents to your block captain.
This will alert all
neighbors (including
those in adjoining
neighborhoods) of
criminal activity. Be
sure to provide your
block captain with any changes in your
email address or phone number and don’t
hesitate to contact your block captain or me
if you have any questions at any time.

Also, police have advised that you boldly
display your street address numbers on
your house or lamp post. It makes the job of
finding your home easier for police and
emergency crews when minutes can be
critical. They need to be clearly visible from
the street. Curb numbers fade and can be
blocked by vehicles.

Don't allow yourself to become compla-
cent about safety.

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Neighborhood Details

We have occasional
problems with door to
door salespeople all
year round, but the
problem tends to grow
during the warmer
months. Often these
salespeople are aggres-
sive and will not take
the polite refusals of
citizens and they con-
tinue to push their
products. Door to door
sales are legal but
there are restrictions
on behavior. Below is
the city code that ex-
plains when these peo-
ple can legally operate.

Note that there are
time restrictions. Sec.
6-438: Restricted hours
in residential areas.

“It shall be unlawful to
peddle any article of
merchandise from any
vehicle or on foot be-
tween the hours of
8:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.
m. in areas zoned for

residential purposes
within the corporate
limits. However, during
such periods that day-
light saving time is in
effect, these hours shall
be from 9:00 p.m. to
8:00 a.m. (Code 1985,
8 6-28) It is a misde-
meanor (Class 3) with
a mandatory court ap-
pearance. “

In addition, if a citizen
has a no trespassing
sign CLEARLY displayed
on their property, in a
manner that the sales-
person should have
seen it, and he still re-
mains on the property
and chooses to ring the
doorbell, then he has
committed 2nd degree
trespassing.

Please remember the
following with regard to
door-to-door solicitors:
1. If at all possible, DO
NOT answer the door.
It does not matter if
they have seen you or
know that you are
home.

2. If you answer the
door, tell them politely,
but immediately, that
this is a "no soliciting"
neighborhood and that
signs prohibiting solici-
tation are posted
throughout the
neighborhood. Tell
them that in order to
support that policy you
do not EVER buy prod-
ucts from solicitors.

3. If they continue to
talk, just say "thank
you" as you close and
lock your door.

4. Go in and call your
neighbors in order to
warn them not to an-
swer their doors.

Officer Nelson says e-mail her (LNelson@CMPD.org) when
going on vacation. She’ll forward notification to officers on
duty and they will try to keep closer watch on your prop-
erty. Also make sure to get newspapers and mail picked up
daily while out of town. Don"t pack your car for vacation in
advance or at a time when potential criminals could be driv-
ing by your house and see you getting ready to leave. Close
blinds, use light timers, have a neighbor move cars in your
driveway and install motion sensor flood lights.

We have had a cankerworm hatch of Biblical plagepg@rtions. In some neighborhoods it looked liketarn to
winter from total defoliation. Here's how our perfestorm of hungry inchworms happened. First, weeneeally had &
winter to thin the numbers. Because of this, tmeales moved up the trees in late December. There feeer preda-
tors present so we had more robust fertile fenthletsmade the trek for romance in the treetopstesthe females did
n't move up until after the only ice we experienae@arlier December, a much higher percentage\sda\o romance
with the moth males and were able to lay their 80-&ggs on the ends of limbs. So along comes Spiithgeaves
a’sprouting and cankerworm eggs a’hatching. Thays af the heaviest hatches were filled with waentlg breezes.
This allowed the larvae to drop down from over &téel limbs and catch a ride to adjacent treesufshook a limb
with active larvae, you could see them drop aboahd stop to wait for the next breeze bus to #melér leaf ‘all-you-
can-eat’ buffet! They were so voracious we even theamn eating new Holly leaves, a first for me. Byirg the new
leaves, the trees wasted all the energy they dawadlast year and they had to break their piggykoaf savings to gef
new leaves.
