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Stop the Bandits — BAND IT!!!l BAND TOGETHER! Getnathe BAND WAGON! Whatever the cliché, we nee
to act quickly to stop the potential destructioroof beautiful trees.

Remember the rain of worms last year? Wormirr yair, worms on the car, worms crawling on yshirt, on
your children, and of course, worms chewing ughalnew foliage in our trees - virtually eliminaithe canopy! If
we ALL do the work this fall, we may be able to sawr trees. This could truly be our last chanisetirhe to take
action so that permanent damage isn't done.

Canker worms crawl up our trees in winter asgiéias moths and lay hundreds of eggs which hattteispring
as green worms feasting on the leaves. Accordittertwood Tree Service, each worm you catch reptssap-
proximately 200 eggs that won't be laid in youette hatch in the spring. Here's what you can dwetp: Be a
good neighbor and band all oak, maple, elm, hickasy, dogwood, fruit and ornamentals (worms haenleating
roses, azaleas), hollies, etc.). Ask your neighbalo the same if they haven't wrapped. Canker vgowifi spread
from one tree to another, so it's important thibaff¢cted trees be banded. If you did not band yaes last year, it
is critically important that you participate in thanding project this year. There is no indicatiwet the City is go-
ing to do much on a timely basis to help us, $®fp to the individual home(tree)owner. You cantdmurself, or
you can hire an arbor company or neighbor to dioriyou. But it is critical that you do something.

Plaza Midwood has a really great site on can&emg that everyone should look at if you live angwéhnear a
tree. It describes what the Cankerworm is, and tooland treesvww.plazamidwood.org/treebanding

You can see the impact of not banding when gaul mbout the worm’s effects on the trees. Theafasitting
down dead trees is not mentioned, but anyone whdad to have a tree removed knows how expensivem
be. The cost of banding is much less, not to mantiach easier to deal with (and saves trees!).
